           Regular Meeting April 20th 2010
The Timpson City Council met for their regular monthly meeting on Tuesday April 20th 2010 at 5:30 PM with Mayor Douglas McDonald presiding.  Councilman Hailey, Councilwoman Smith, Councilman Grace, Councilman Kirkley and Councilwoman Ramsey were all present.  Others present included: Tommy Sparks, Larry Burns, 

Joann Wiggins, John Tutt, Mike Thrift, Keith Brownlow, Rodney Socia, Joe Anderson, Warner Scroggins, and Mr. Alexander with the Timpson/Tenaha News.
CALLED TO ORDER: Mayor McDonald called the meeting to order.
INVOCATION: Larry Burns gave the invocation 
CITIZENS’ INPUT:  None

COUNCIL ITEMS:  

Councilman Grace inquired about the fencing that had recently been placed in the City alleyway at the senior apartments.  The Mayor stated that there cannot be a structure blocking any City alleyway and Mrs. Windham was asked to get in touch with the contractor who placed the fencing in the alleyway to ask them to remove it.
Minutes and Financial Reports:
Minutes:  The Council reviewed the minutes from the March 16th 2010 regular meeting and the March 22nd 2010 special meeting.  Councilman Grace made the motion to approve the minutes as written.  Councilman Kirkley seconded the motion and the vote was all ayes.  
Financial Statements: The financial statements for the month of March 2010 were presented.  Councilman Kirkley moved to approve the financial statements as printed. Councilwoman Smith seconded the motion and the vote was all ayes.
Payable:  
Accounts payable were presented for the month of April 2010 totaling $112531.47.  The accounts payable included Detec purchases of $97,146.78 and regular payables of $ 15,384.69.  Councilwoman Smith made a motion to approve the account payables.  Councilwoman Ramsey seconded the motion the vote was all ayes.


Old Business:  


Bids on Street Grading:  A bid was submitted by Doyle’s Dirt Work based on 48,000 linear feet @ .80 cents per linear foot.  A bid was also submitted by Longview Bridge and Road @ 1.40 per linear foot.  After a brief discussion, Councilwoman Ramsey offered a motion to approve the bid submitted by Doyle’s Dirt Work in the amount of $38,400.00.  Councilman Kirkley seconded the motion and the vote was all ayes.
Community Building Renovations:  After a brief discussion, Councilwoman Smith offered a motion to authorize Lonnie Traxlor to complete the installation of the sink, faucet, stove, refrigerator, cabinets and cabinet knobs in the Community building.  The total expenditure including materials and labor will cost the City $3105.64.  Councilman Hailey seconded the motion and the vote was all ayes.
New Business:  
Joann Wiggins regarding Firearm discharge inside the City limits:  After informing the City Council of numerous occasions when Mrs. Wiggins has heard more than 30 gun shots from nearby neighbors inside the City, Ms. Wiggins informed the Council that the City did not have an ordinance regulating firearm discharge inside the City limits.  Councilwoman Smith offered a motion for the City Secretary to prepare an ordinance regulating firearm discharge in the City Limits and to have the ordinance prepared by the next regular Council meeting.  Councilwoman Ramsey seconded the motion and the vote was all ayes.

John Tutt regarding hosting a festival on the square on June 19th 2010:  Mr. Tutt addressed the Council requesting permission to host a Festival on the City square on June 19th from 10:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m.  Councilwoman Ramsey offered a motion approving the event.  Councilman Hailey seconded the motion and the vote was all ayes.
Mike Thrift with the Chamber of Commerce regarding Frontier Days:  Mr. Mike Thrift addressed the Council requesting permission to host Frontier Days on the City square on July 2nd, 3rd, and 4th.  Councilwoman Ramsey offered a motion approving the event.  Councilwoman Smith seconded the motion and the vote was all ayes.

Rodney Socia/Joe Anderson with Tri-County Ready Mix:  Mr. Anderson addressed the Council informing them of their concrete business that would be opening on hwy 59 inside the City Limits.  Mr. Anderson inquired about the expense of the utilities being installed.  Mr. Sparks, public works director, stated that it would cost approximately $5000.00 in material costs to have the utilities set up for this business.  Councilman Grace offered a motion for the City to bear the material cost for the set up of the utilities.  Councilman Kirkley seconded the motion and the vote was all ayes.
Fair Housing Month Proclamation:  After a brief discussion, Councilwoman Smith offered a motion to approve the proclamation declaring April as Fair Housing Month.  Councilwoman Ramsey seconded the motion and the vote was all ayes.
Resolution 363 authorizing the mayor to execute a pilot for the Housing Authority: After a brief discussion, Councilwoman Smith offered a motion to approve resolution 363 authorizing a letter of waiver for payments in lieu of taxes for the Timpson Housing Authority.  Councilman Grace seconded the motion and the vote was all ayes. 
Property on Pecan Street, block 75 lot 11, owned by the City of Timpson, T.I.S.D., and the County: After a discussion on the abatement of this property, Councilwoman Smith offered a motion to authorize Gerald Bruton to abate the property for a fee of $1000.00, pending authorization from T.I.S.D. and the County.  Councilman Hailey seconded the motion.  Councilman Grace and Councilwoman Ramsey voted in favor of the motion.  Councilman Kirkley voted against the motion. Motion passed by majority vote.  
Contract between the City of Timpson and the Timpson Police Chief:  The City Council briefly discussed this contract.  Councilman Kirkley and Councilwoman Ramsey stated that they would like to see Mr. Poindexter get an extension of two years on his contract with the City.  Councilwoman Smith stated that this item is posted as discussion only and that no action could be taken on this item. Councilwoman Smith also stated that discussing this item without Mr. Poindexter is a mute point.  Councilman Hailey agreed.  Councilman Kirkley stated that he could not understand why this was not put on the agenda as an action item and that he thinks that the Council should be able to take care of any business on the agenda regardless of whether it is listed as discussion only.
